The National Police Athletics/Activities Leagues, Inc. exists to prevent juvenile crime and
violence by providing civic, athletic, recreational and educational opportunities and resources to
PAL Chapters.

PAL

PAL is a youth crime prevention program that utilizes educational, athletic and recreational
activities to create trust and understanding between police officers and youth. It is based on the
conviction that young people - if they are reached early enough - can develop strong positive
attitudes towards police officers in their journey through life toward the goal of maturity and
good citizenship. The PAL program brings youth under the supervision and positive influence of
a law enforcement agency and expands public awareness about the role of a police officer and
the reinforcement of the responsible values and attitudes instilled in young people by their
parents.

Studies have shown that if a young person respects a police officer on the ball field, gym or
classroom, the youth will likely come to respect the laws that police officers enforce. Such
respect is beneficial to the youth, the police officer, the neighborhood and the business
community.

The National Association of Police Athletics/Activities Leagues (National PAL). As the
success of the PAL concept spread, PAL programs developed in other communities. A little over
60 years ago, six Chapters on the eastern seaboard joined together to form an association to
share ideas and resources and compete in several sports. Today, there are over 400 PAL
Member Chapters in law enforcement agencies servicing over 700 cities and 1,700 facilities
throughout the United States, including the U.S. Virgin Islands, serving more than two million

Out of the days of World War |l arose stories of valor of Americas' young men and women of hope
and renewed idealism. As millions of veterans returned home, many looked to the G.I. Bill of Rights,
which guaranteed educational, medical, housing and other basic benefits. But, these benefits were
being denied in large part to Americans of Mexican descent and other Hispanics throughout the United
States.

This aroused a young Army Major veteran, Hector P. Garcia, a physician from Corpus Christi, Texas,
and in 1948 he was inspired to rally his former comrades-in-arms. Thus was born the American G.I.
Forum dedicated to address problems of discrimination and inequities endured by Hispanic veterans.

The American G.I. Forum Founder Dr. Hector P. Garcia, MD was recognized by the Nation for his work
in service to America in being presented the country's highest civilian award, the Medal of Freedom by
President Ronald Reagan. In addition to many service awards, Dr. Garcia's pioneer work for veterans
and in public affairs was further recognized by the United States Treasury issuing a new series of
Savings Bonds with the $75 Bond bearing Dr. Garcia's portrait.

The Forum, its Women's and Youth Auxiliary Forums, soon became an advocate for all Hispanics and
broadened its activities throughout the states to promote civic affairs. The Forum's motto is: "Education
is Freedom and Freedom should be Everybody's Business."

Our local chapter has been involved in the community raising awareness of Dr. Garcia’'s vast
accomplishments and service to our great nation. We are part of the planning committee for the
“Memorial Day Committee” which holds activities on Memorial Day at the Liberty Memorial in KCMO,
participated in the “Project Stand Down” to assist homeless Veterans, are part of the Veterans Volunteer
Service at the VA Medical Hospital in KCMO, are part of the Hispanic Cabinet for US Congressman,
Dennis Moore, participated with El Centro to speak with politicians in support of Immigrant Students who
do not have documentation, have visited with politicians in Topeka and wrote letters to elected officials
in support of Immigrant Students, have visited KCKS and Shawnee Mission School Districts to discuss
the education of Hispanic Students and made presentations on the AGIF to motivate students, we a
member to the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce of Greater Kansas City, and have participated in the KS
state-wide scholarship program for AGIF students. Also The Chapter Color Guard “Presents Colors” at
various community events to foster patriotism.
